14.in order 10 implement these containment measured. the District Magistrate will
depioy Executive Magisirates as Incident Commanbers in the respective local
jurisdictions.  The Incident Commander will be rgsponsibie for the overall
impiementation of these measures in their respective jurisdictions. All other line
department officials in the specified area will work {inder the directions of such
incident commander. The Incident Commander wil| issue passes for enabling
essential movements as explained

5. All enforcing authorities to note that these strict restrigtions fundamentally relate to
movement of people. but not o that of essential gcods

16. The Incident Commanders will in particular ensure that all efforts for mobilization of
rescurces. workers and material for augmenigtion and expansion of hospital
infrastructure shail continue without any hindrance

17.Any person violating these containment measurds will be liable to be proceeded
against as per the provisions of Section 51 to 80 bf the Disaster Management Act.
2005, besides legal action under Sec. 188 of the IPC.

It will be the
responsibility of the head of the organisation/estatlishment to ensure compliance
of such norms.
